their information, roof insulation varied between 4” - 6” in thickness

functioning roof that meets warranty requirements and specs, that needs
to be included in their scope of work and cost.

Can a Grey Fleeceback TPO be used in lieu of a Fleeceback EPDM?

What is the coating material around the RTU located on the West end of the front
wing of the building?
